DEATHS CATTS1(g liïç HE COLD. /3 
At the St. Pancras Coroner's Court, yesterday, in-

quests were beld on the bodies of Mary Reddy, aged 
sixty-three, Henry Cook, aged sixteen, Richard Trem-
lett, aged seventy-eight, the deaths being all the result 
of the extreme cold. The Marylebone and Padding-
ton Coroners held inquests on the bodies of Henry 
King, aged forty-six, and Ferdinand O'Shaughnes-y, 
aged nineteen, the deaths being the result of the 
cold weather. At Tottenham an inquest was held on 
the body of Elizabeth Taverner, aged twenty-nine, a 
dwarf, whose death was due to the intense cold. A 
schoolboy named Albert Allen, of Stamford Hill, died 
suddenly from the extreme cold acting on a naturally 
weak heart. The East London coroner held in-
quests on the bodies of John Moore, aged five, Joanna 
Driscoll, aged sixty-one, Ann Parnell, aged seventy 
(who was found dead, sitting on her own doorstep), James Reardon, aged sixty-eight, Charlotte Parslow, 
aged three, and a newly-born infant, death 
in each case being attributed to the severe cold. 
At Battersea inquests were held on the bodies of 
two children, whose deaths were accelerated by the 
severe weather.—Dr. Wynn Westcott, coroner, was 
informed of the death of George Henry Hammond, 
aged forty-six years, inspector at Billingsgate Market. 
He went to bed apparently in good health, but on 
Monday morning was found dead in bed, death being 
attributed to the intense cold.—An inquest was held at Hammersmith, yesterday, on the body of William 
Yates Mason, who died on Saturday morning from 
syncope from exposure to the cold.—Yesterdav, at 
Kensington, an inquest was held on the body of 
William James Fox, aged fifty-one, who died from 
failure of the heart from the extreme cold.— 
Mr. William Thomas Muller, chairman of the Wands-
worth and Clapham Guardians, was returning 
from a visit to a friend on Sunday evening when he 
staggered and fell unconscious and died immediately. 
Medical evidence said that death was due to Mr. 
Muller coming from a warm room into the bitterly cold air, which produced apoplexy.—A rag and bone 
merchant named Charles Slade, aged sixty-four, was found by the roadside at Medmenham, near Marlow, in a dying condition, yesterday. He died shortly 
afterwards from the effects of the frost.—An old man named John Walsh, of Ballymountain, near Water-
ford, was found dead yesterday in a field with his face 
downwards in the snow.--At Ticehurst, Sussex, yes-
terday, an ilquest was held on the body of George Oyler, a farm labourer. On Saturday night he went to bed in good health, there being a fi re in the room. At seven o'clock the following morning he was found dead in bed from stoppage of the heart's action owing 
to the cold.

Has this been the prevailing and dominating spirit 
of the critical negations of the last half-century? 
Sweeping judgments in answer to such a question are 
not to be delivered without breach of propriety and 
of charity, except by students both widely and 
accurately versed in the subject matter."
