Teniendo estos elementos en cuen-
ta, este articulo pretende enmarcar
las ideas que el general Valeri Ge-
rasimov expuso en su controvertido
articulo publicado en 2013 y que
tarto revuelo continia generando

entre la comunidad estratégica oc-
cidental. Ello permitir ahondar en
la percepcion rusa sobre latrans-
formacidn de la guerra, su interpre-
tacién sobre las amenazas hibridas

y debatir sobre su modus operandi

en los conflictos recientes, donde
més que revolucionario parece la
ad aptacion del tradicional estilo
militar soviético a la actual erade la
informacion.

En 2013, un afio después de ser
nombrado jefe de Estado mayor

de la Defensa, el general Valeri
Gerasimov publicé el controvertido
ensayo titulado «El valor de la cien-
cia en la anticipacion», en la revista
Voyenno Promyshlennyy Kurier, de
amplia difusién entre la comunidad
militar rusa*. Este trabajo, que pasé

analiza

bastante desapercibido entre los
analistas de Defensa occidentales
hasta los sucesos de Crimea de
2014, exponia su punto de vista
sobre el entorno de seguridad de la
posguerra fria. Para ello, repasaba
las principales lecciones identifica-
dasdelas grandes crisis y conflic-
tos acontecidos desde 1991 (afio
de disolucion del Pacto de Varsovia)
como laguerra del Golfo, la guerra
contra el Terror o la invasién de
Georgia, pero también los ciberin-
cidentes de Estonia, las revueltas
llamadas Primaveras Arabesola
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
