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Abstract

The study examines Brazil’s role in advocating for the reform of the United Nations Security
Council (UNSC), based on the understanding that the structure of the body, conceived in the post—
Second World War period, continues to exhibit persistent shortcomings in terms of
representativeness, legitimacy, and decision-making effectiveness in light of transformations in the
contemporary international order. The research aims to analyze the bases, foundations, and main
diplomatic strategies that guide Brazil’s position on this agenda, as well as to identify the core
arguments present in the country’s official discourse in favor of reform and the pursuit of a
permanent seat. By examining Brazil’s diplomatic trajectory, the study contributes to the
advancement of academic debates on Brazilian foreign policy and global governance by

systematizing the elements that underpin Brazil’s claim for greater representativeness in the UNSC,
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while also offering analytical insights for reflecting on the limits and possibilities of a more

democratic and inclusive institutional reform within the United Nations.

Methodology

The research employs a qualitative, descriptive—analytical approach, based on a documentary
analysis of official speeches, documents from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, and resolutions and
records of the United Nations, as well as a specialized literature review. The results indicate that
Brazil’s strategy combines the defense of expanded regional representativeness, the strengthening
of multilateralism, and the mobilization of normative arguments aimed at enhancing the democratic
legitimacy of the body. The theoretical framework engages with the literature on global governance
and Brazilian foreign policy, drawing on authors such as Maria Cristina Rosas, Eugénio Vargas

Garcia, and Valeria Marina Valle.

Research stage
