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O Parque Nacional e o Refugio de Vida Silvestre de Boa Nova foram criados em 11 de junho
de 2010, abrangendo dreas de 12.065 e 15.024 hectares, respectivamente. Seus objetivos
incluem a prote¢ao e recuperacao dos ecossistemas naturais na transi¢ao entre a Mata Atlantica
e a Caatinga, com foco especial na Mata-de-Cipd. Além disso, buscam assegurar a viabilidade de
populages de aves e mamiferos ameagados de extingdo, destacando-se o gravatazeiro

(Rhopornis ardesiacus), e promover a manutengéo e restauragao de mananciais e cursos d'agua.

Juntas, essas duas unidades de conservagdo abrigam mais de 460 espécies de aves, sendo 79
representadas neste guia. No entanto, a biodiversidade de Boa Nova franscende as aves e
abrange uma vasta gama de formas de vida, incluindo mamiferos, répteis, insetos e uma notavel
variedade de plantas. Somam-se a essa riqueza belos cendrios naturais, como vales, serras,
riachos e cachoeiras.

O Instituto Chico Mendes de Conservagao da Biodiversidade — ICMBio & responsavel pela gestéo
dessas areas protegidas. Entretanto, a consolidaco efefiva dessas iniciativas depende de um
esforco coletivo envolvendo governos, sociedade e visitantes.

The Boa Nova National Park and Wildlife Refuge were created on June 11, 2010,
encompassing areas of 12,065 and 15,024 hectares, respectively. The main objective of the Park
is to protect and regenerate the natural ecosystems transitioning between the Atlantic Forest and
Caatinga, especially the Mata-de-cipd; ensure the maintenance of viable populations of
endangered bird and mammal species, particularly the Slender Antoird (Rhopornis ardesiacus);
and preserve and restore water sources and watercourses.

More than 460 birds have already been recorded in these two conservation units, and 79 are
represented in this fieldguide. Boa Nova is home to many living being. Including mammals, reptiles,
insects, and a surprising diversity of plants. Additionally, a beautiful natural landscape includes
impressive valleys, mountain ranges, streams, and waterfalls.

The responsibility for managing these protected areas falls to the Chico Mendes Institute for
Biodiversity Conservation - ICMBio, but their consolidation depends on the collective effort from
governments, society, and visitors.
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
