MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING Nº. XXXX BETWEEN THE NATIONAL LABORATORY FOR SCIENTIFIC COMPUTING (LNCC) AND XXXXXXXXXXXX

THE NATIONAL LABORATORY FOR SCIENTIFIC COMPUTING, an agency of the MINISTRY OF SCIENCE,
TECHNOLOGY AND INNOVATION (MCTI), established at Avenida Getúlio Vargas, nº333, Quitandinha, in the city of Petrópolis - RJ, CEP 25.651-075, qualiﬁed as a Scientiﬁc, Technological and Innovation Institution (ICT of the Union), under the terms of Law Nº. 10.973 / 04, hereinafter referred to as LNCC, hereby represented by its Director, Prof. Dr.-Ing. Fábio Borges de Oliveira, appointed under the terms of Ordinance Nº. 057/2021, published in the Federal Oﬃcial Gazette of 21/01/2021,
and
XXXXXX, established at xxxxxxxxxx, no. xxxx, in the city xxxxxx, Zip Code xxxxx-xxx, institution xxxxxxxxxxx, hereinafter referred to as XXXX, hereby represented by its Director (President etc), xxxxxxxxxxx, under the terms of xxxxxxxx, considering:

a) that, according to its Internal Regulations approved by MCTI Ordinance No. 7.061, of May 24, 2023, the LNCC has the following institutional purpose:

Art. 4 The National Laboratory for Scientiﬁc Computing is responsible for:
I. carry out research and development in scientiﬁc computing, in particular for the creation and application of mathematical and computational models and methods in the solution of scientiﬁc and technological problems;
II. develop and manage a high-performance computing environment that meets the country's needs;
III. to train people in areas related to its sphere of activity.
Art. 5 The National Laboratory for Scientiﬁc Computing is also responsible for:
I. to carry out and participate in national and international scientiﬁc and technological cooperation;
II. carry out and participate in partnership agreements with companies for research, development and innovation;
III. provide postgraduate training at Master's and Doctorate level, within the scope of its competence;
IV. disseminate knowledge through seminars, congresses, scientiﬁc events and extension courses, among other mechanisms;
V. to encourage the incubation of technology-based companies, within its remit; 
VI. to encourage technological innovation and intellectual property;
VII. to manage a high-performance computing platform, making it available to the country's entire scientiﬁc, technological, academic and business research community;
VIII. develop high-performance processing methodologies to optimize the use of the computing platform;  and 
IX. manage the budgetary resources necessary for the development of supervised activities, including resources arising from research, development and innovation projects and cooperation.

b) that XXXXXXX, according to its Bylaws (SEI XXXXXX), has the following purpose: 
Art. X XXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXX
I. xxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxx
II. xxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxx
III. xxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxx

c) that both Institutions are interested in carrying out, in a coordinated manner and by mutual agreement, xxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxx;
d) that the common or concurrent activities are aligned with the objectives and guidelines of the innovation policy of LNCC;
e) that they recognize the need and importance of consolidating this preliminary joint act, with the aim of uniting institutional knowledge and skills in order to improve the execution of each other's institutional activities.

Resolve to enter into this MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING, under the following conditions:

I. The signatories undertake to join forces with the aim of complementing their experience in institutional areas of common or competing interest, without prejudice to their individual and independent actions;
II. During the term of this Memorandum of Understanding, the signatories may hold xxxxxxxxxxx (meetings, exchange of information, etc.) as a form of preliminary acts to deﬁne the scope of possible joint institutional action;
III. Interactions, when necessary, will preferably be carried out by videoconference, with the aim of reducing the resulting burdens;
IV. For the future execution of activities related to this Memorandum of Understanding, the parties will draw up a joint plan to deﬁne each project that will be executed, and for LNCC, it must ﬁrst be submitted for regular institutional approval, with the establishment of the respective process and registration, according to internal formal procedures, with the deﬁnition of the legal instrument that must be implemented between the signatories to precisely deﬁne the object of the project, execution period, rights, obligations and other conditions;
V. This Memorandum of Understanding does not in itself generate any legal binding between the signatories, and thus represents only a formal intention to join forces to improve the execution of their institutional activities, with a term of xx (xxxxxx) months from this date, after which it may be solemnly renewed for an equal term.
