•    Executed in a decentralized manner at the three 
levels of government: federal, state and municipal;

•    Most important legislation:  Law No. 7.661/88, 
establishing the National Coastal Management Plan 
(PNGC-II) and its supplementary legislation, Decree

Sanitation for All Program 

Credit for carrying out basic sanitation actions, for  both public and 
private proponents.

 

Social Action Program in Sanitation (PASS/IDB)

Water supply and sanitary sewerage services in urban areas with high 
concentration of poverty.

• Investments from 2000 to 2004: circa 6.5 billion dollars.
• From 2001 to 2005, number of houses with adequate sanitary sewage 

grew from 66.8% to 70.4%.

• Number of houses connected to sewage network increased from 45.4% 
in 2001 to 49.0% in 2005.



  

SOLID WASTES

Urban Solid Wastes Program 

 Coordinates programs of the Ministry of the Environment, Ministry of 
Cities and the National Health Foundation – FUNASA

• Expanding access to urban cleaning services.

• Appropriate final destination: sanitary landfills, recycling. 

• Social insertion of garbage pickers.

The percentage of households with adequate garbage collection services 
grew from 83.2%, in 2001, to   86.8% in 2005.

(NIP - National Implementation Plan)
GEF Resources for the following projects:    

•    Mapping of non-intentional sources of  POP´s.

•    Reduction of dioxin and furan emissions.  

•    Elimination of PCBs. 

•    Control of agrochemical stocks. 

System for the Final Destination of Empty Agrochemical Packaging  
•     Collection and return of packaging by farmers and correct final 
destination practices. 

•      In 2003  7,856 tonnes were collected, increasing to around  20,000 
tonnes in 2006.
