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Abraham Louis Buvelot
Morges, Suica, 1814 — Melbourne, Austrélia, 1888

Suico, estudou pintura em seu pais, com Arland. Em 1865, radicou-se na Austrélia, onde, hoje, é
considerado o paisagista que faz a ligagdo entre a obra de Conrad Martens (1801-1878) e os artistas
que fizeram parte da Heidelberg School (fins do século XIX). Viveu dezoito anos no Brasil, participando
regularmente das Exposicdes Gerais da Academia Imperial de Belas Artes, tendo sido premiado, em
1843, com a medalha de ouro. Dedicou-se, também no Rio, & reproducdo de aspectos urbanos e de
panoramas, em colaboracdo com o pintor francés Louis Auguste Moreaux. Editou, em 1845, um album
litogréafico com esses trabalhos.

Abraham Louis Buvelot
Morges, Switzerland, 1814 — Melbourne, Australia, 1888

A Swiss national, he studied painting in his homeland with Arland. In 1865, he settled in Australia, where
he is now remembered as the landscape gardener who bridges the work of Conrad Martens (1801-
1878) and that of the artists who were part of the Heidelberg School (late 19" century). Buvelot spent
eighteen years in Brazil. He became a regular in the General Exhibitions of the Imperial Academy of
Fine Arts, and awarded a gold medal in 1843. In Rio, he engrossed himself in the reproduction of urban
aspects and panoramas, in collaborations with the French painter Louis Auguste Moreaux. In 1845, he
edited a lithographic album of these works.
